Accommodation is all in large tents that we 
provide. (Usually 6 – 10 boys or girls to a tent) 
Campers are put in tents with their friends and the 
tent teams help out with daily duties on a rota 
basis.  There is a toilet block, with hot & cold water, 
and showers. Meals and meetings are held in a 
converted barn. 

Saturday 23rd to

The cost includes accommodation, meals & outings, 
but your child will need to bring spending money if 
they wish to buy souvenirs (camp mugs are £3), tuck, 
small torches (£1) or anything else.    £5/£10 is plenty 
for mini/main-camp. (On mini-camp they hand their 
money into the camp ‘bank’ for safe keeping) 

Root Hill Farm is situated 3 miles  
south east of Dorking, in the Surrey Hills.  
The post code is RH3 7AS   It's a peaceful 

spot, with views across to Box Hill.  
The farm has belonged to the Hollands 

family for over 100 years. 

The cost is £50 for Mini-camp and £60 for Main camp.  
There is a family discount so the 2nd child in a family gets £10 off; 

the 3rd child gets £20 off and the 4th child gets £30 off etc. 
Family discounts apply across both camps. 

N.B. If you book before April the cost is £45 for Mini & £55 for Main 
camp
